Amendment to the Constitution granting women in the United States the right to vote. 

 

Winning this constitutional guarantee took 72 years and the mobilization of hundreds of thousands of people.  The 

movement to win the right to vote for women was one of the largest, non-violet, civil rights movements in the history 

of the United States. 

 

Emphasizing that ñEvery Vote Counts,ò women in both Nevada and Montana won the vote in 1914 after carefully 

planned and skillfully waged campaigns won wide support among male residents and created a solid block of 11 equal 

suffrage states in the west, a critical step towards securing the 19th Amendment six years later. 

 

Womenôs Equality Day recognizes the 19th Amendment, the expansion of democratic principles and the continuing 

efforts toward full equality.
