Blane Mitchell Crandall, MD
“If Men had Menopause”
October 23, 2007

Blane Mitchell Crandall, MD received his undergraduate degree from University of South Florida where he
did advanced research in Parkinson’s disease and other diseases of aging. This work resulted not only in
multiple publications but was integral in laying the foundation for the modern surgical treatments for Parkin-
son’s disease. He continued at USF through medical school, where he served as class president for 2 years
and continued his research in aging studies and oxidative stress of disease processes.

He split his residency between the prestigious University of Chicago and the pride of the NYU hospital sys-
tem, North Shore University Hospital on Long Island in Manhasset, NY. Through his residency he was con-
sistently recognized for his dedication not only to his own education, but for his tireless efforts to teach and
mentor his fellow residents and medical students.

Never one to shy away from a challenge, he was recruited to head up a new Women’s and Children’s center
in Western Oklahoma. So he moved with his wife of 10 years and their newborn daughter to Clinton, Okla-
homa. Over the next four years he established a new standard of care for the region. Dr. Crandall owned the
first 3D ultrasound in the state of Oklahoma. He lectured widely through the region to physicians about hor-
mone replacement, advances in laparoscopic surgery and pelvic floor reconstruction (incontinence surgery).

Two years ago Dr. Crandall realized one of his lifelong dreams when he decided to join his father’s practice
in Naples. Together they continue to refine and improve the standard that should be expected by women in
America, at the local, regional and national level...maybe even to the level where it would be if men had
menopause.
